Lules and Regulations

remain on the paths then rounds should be completed in 4 and a half hours or less.

4. Management reserves the right to limit the amount of members playing during prime time on
Weekends.

sportsmanship.

6. Allow faster golfers to play through. Even if you are playing within the time frame of rule 2,
when a hole is open in front of you and players are waiting behind, allow them to pass through.

7. Rake bunkers, replace your divots and fix your ball marks plus one.

8. Member’s are responsible to make tee times and check in with the Golf Shop before teeing off.
